We want to do something totally new this year with the student council. Rather than being elected, the council will be chosen from the veteran students who show leadership skills, and will consist of a president, VP/ Secretary/Treasurer and three committee heads: Fundraising, Activities, and Yearbook. These students will meet with the teacher weekly and learn leadership skills along with reporting on their committees. The student council will organize devotionals, attend parent meetings and lead the class in activities. They will also organize and lead groups of younger students in their various assignments.
