A Brief Biography of

Heber J. Grant

Heber Jeddy Grant was born in Salt Lake City, Utah on November 22, 1856 to Jedediah M. and Rachel Ivins Grant. When Heber was only nine days old, his father died, leaving Heber and his mother nearly penniless. Out of this difficult beginning, Heber developed strong faith and a great desire to share and help others in need. 

As Heber grew, he nurtured a powerful determination to develop many skills and to prove himself successful in them. As a boy, he persistently developed baseball, penmanship and other skills he valued. 

Heber grew to be very responsible and took on many duties even at a young age. In 1877, Heber, then twenty-one, married Lucy Stringham. Heber was asked to serve in many areas and in many countries. 

In 1918, Heber J. Grant was sustained as President of the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints. He presided over the church during the Great Depression that began in 1929. To help the Saints through these economically hard times, President Grant instituted in 19376, the Church Security Plan, which later became the present Welfare Program. As well as being a great spiritual leader, President Grant was a wise businessman and in spite of the depression, was able to establish the Church on a firm financial base.

Heber J. Grant was a faithful leader. He taught the Saints through both his deeds and word.  “We are the architects of our own lives, not only of our lives, here, but the loves to come in the eternity. No commandment was ever given to us but that God has given us power to keep the commandment.”  Heber J. Grant lived a life of great service to others and constantly worked to fully comply with all of the commandments. 

President Grant died on May 14, 1945 in Salt Lake City at the age of eighty-nine. We take our academy motto, “Persist in Doing” from the words that President Grant often quoted by Ralph Waldo Emerson, 

“That which we persist in doing becomes easy to do:

not that the nature of the thing has changed,

but our power to do has increased.”

Heber J. Grant Academy

Statement of Belief

1. We believe in setting and working toward goals. As teachers, we need to know the goals of every student in our class. Some students may be preparing to enter university work as soon as possible. Some may want to pursue a high school certificate or GED. Others may be more interested in pursuing vocational opportunities and may want training in a particular skill as soon as possible. Before beginning the 2009-2010 school year, we will be visiting with the parents of each student and with the students themselves to identify what it is the student wants to achieve.

2. We believe the number one purpose of education is to strengthen character. This involves the integration of all learning disciplines around the central theme that each person is a child of God and that the purpose of life is to acquire Godlike attributes and to gain a personal conviction of their power and correctness. This necessitates a spiritual atmosphere for learning, "…if ye receive not the Spirit, ye shall not teach."  We believe one of the most important concepts a young person can learn is that "Reverence Invites Revelation" and that boisterous, unruly behavior is contrary to the true spirit of learning. While there is a time for fun and levity, our classroom should always be a place of order and respect, and conducive to the Spirit.

3. We believe the Book of Mormon is "the most correct of any book on earth...and that a person would get nearer to God by abiding by its precepts, than by any other book." Each student who attends Grant Academy will be encouraged to immerse himself in a study of that book both in and out of class. We also study the Old Testament, the New Testament, and the Qu’ran, and encourage students to seek for truth in all areas of life.

We believe Grant Academy is only a supplement to parental influence and teaching. Parents are the true guides to their children's education and should be intricately involved in knowing what the children are learning and be able to reinforce such learning at home. This is especially critical since Grant Academy meets only 12 hours a week, leaving much time for other parental direction. A study syllabus for the 2009-2010 school year is prepared to give parent and student and overview of the school year. Hopefully, this will help greatly in achieving parental support and reinforcement.

We are thrilled with the possibilities and the real potential of this school. We felt a need in our family and we know that there are many others that also need this school. By keeping the costs low, we hope to be a service to many families. We thank you for your support and confidence in us.

Insights on Education: 

The Higher and Lower Laws

   
Grant Academy is very different from public school and other private institutions. Parents need to know what to expect. Sometimes parents get the idea that they are to drop off their children at school and that is the end of their responsibility. We call that a “public school mentality.” Sometimes times at public school, parents may feel unwelcome or that their ideas are not important or considered. At Grant Academy, you are the teachers and we are your support. Your involvement is essential to achieve the greatest success.  May we offer this modern day parable.

                                              The Parable of the New House
Once, not long ago there was a family looking for a new home. They had in their hearts a view of the roof and the floors, the halls and the doors. They wanted a large pantry and a cozy family room. They wanted plenty of back yard and a place with an eastern exposure for a garden. The family looked and looked. They found several model homes that met some of their expectations, but as they wearied themselves searching, their hopes dimmed and discouragement set in.


One day, the family met a contractor. He listened to the family. He took their ideas and made a master blueprint. When the family saw the plan, again their hearts burned with enthusiasm. The contractor was wise and told the family that because they knew what they wanted, they needed be involved in the construction of their home. The more they worked, the more it would truly be their dream house.


The family agreed. Although they didn’t have the time and know-how that the contractor did, they did had the love and insight needed to complete the home. The family did all they could do to help. As a side benefit, because of their help, the cost to the contractor went down lowering the price of the house substantially.


Although it was some work, they felt a part of the construction and were able to add the details that they desired in their home. They enjoyed the building process as they watched their dream come together. The family was very pleased with the completed home and happy that they had made the decision to build their own.
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Now what does that mean to Grant Academy parents? Grant Academy is the contractor. We make the over all plans. We teach the subjects that maybe you don’t have the time to address yourselves. We bring students together in a positive atmosphere. Because of our structure, we do the work that sometimes is difficult to stick with at home. Our emphasis is “love of learning.” It’s a higher law than “study by force.” We do not assign homework, (we encourage it!) or give grades. Our students are expected to set goals and reach them because they see the benefit of education and self-improvement. They are accountable for the work that they do or do not do. Positive peer pressure in the class helps students reach their goals. Our students attend the Academy because they want to be here. 


As parents of Grant Academy students, you are helping to build your child’s education. Do your children fit the description of these wonderful Grant Academy students? If not, you may need to provide the incentives and motivation necessary to help your child progress until he is ready to abide by the higher law at the school. 

   
Just as the children of Israel were given the detailed primmer law, (the ten commandments and the book of Leviticus,) a child who has been in the public system often may not have the skills necessary to succeed without steps to the higher law. At many public schools, students are told what to do and how to do it and in an atmosphere of force and pressure. They complete assignments because it is assigned and not because they especially want to learn. At Grant Academy, the students are encouraged to see the whole picture—to love learning. Learning is a high priority with our Heavenly Father—“the glory of God is intelligence.” To complete an assignment because they want to be educated and to become more like Heavenly Father is more powerful than to do an assignment to get a grade. The motivation changes. Students become interested in what they are doing and see the overall purpose for education. However, this takes time to learn. 

 
At home, you provide the steps; the goal charts, incentives, grades, schedules—whatever your child needs to be able to function at school. I’ve seen students, left without a parents supervision, week after week fail to progress because that child is not prepared for the higher law. Our idea is that we teach, and then the students go home and review and explore with their parents. As a Grant Academy parent, you are home schooling. You know and love your children more than any teacher could. You know when they need to be pushed and when they need a break. Because our hours are short at school, you have the opportunity to add the details and allow your students the time to achieve in individual areas. This is not only benefits your children by having a tailor- made education with private, loving tutoring, but it also lowers the cost of education. With your help, we are able to offer a private school education at minimal cost.   


Remember that as home schooling parents you need to register with the Pima County School Superintendent on the internet http://www.schools.pima.gov or call them at 740-8451. They can answer questions about signing up for home schooling in Pima County. They will send you a packet explaining how to proceed. They will require a notarized affidavit stating that you are home schooling and a copy of the student’s birth certificate. Please take care of that business right away if you haven’t already done so. It’s against the law to skip this step and you may run into trouble as you child tries to take the G.E.D. or reenter the public school system.

Students can come to Grant Academy and do nothing but participate in class and learn and benefit from the environment. However, to truly take advantage of the opportunity at Grant, parents can, with a little work, add so much more. Here are some ideas:

 (   Review with your children what has been covered at school. This small conversation can do

       much to stick the day’s information in your child’s mind. As they teach you, they will learn.

(   Look at your student’s notebook! Help them keep it in order and observe notes or lack of 

      notes.

(   Talk with the teacher often. We have insights to share with you.

(   Make sure that your students come to class prepared with books, paper and pencils; this is a 

      simple thing but very important. When your child comes without his scriptures, he may waste 

      an hour.

(   Review  and discuss the Grant Academy Standards of Behavior with your child. These 

      standards come from the scriptures, and they teach us how to conduct ourselves not only at   

      school, but in all of life’s situations. 

(   Have your students at school on time! We start at 8:15 sharp with a devotional. The

      devotional sets the tone and invites the spirit into our classroom. As students arrive late, they 

      disrupt the class and miss the opportunity to participate.

(   Use the children’s free time wisely. We provide a yearly schedule of what we will study at 

      school. Plan interesting experiences for them to support what he is learning at school. Go to 

      the library, read together, talk, study, and get involved! There are suggested projects in your 

      notebooks. Try some of them. The more you can do, the more your students will learn.

(   Provide the steps to self-government for those students who need more structure: grades, 

      points, rewards for good work.

(   Review with your children their goals. Help them, encourage them, know them, pray with 

      them, love them.


We understand that many parents are very busy. That is the one reason that they choose to send their child to Grant Academy instead of home schooling themselves. We do all that we can do to help, but to be successful we must prayerfully work together-parent, student and Grant Academy teachers. As your children are privately tutored, they will progress to undreamed of levels both academically and spiritually. With our Father’s help, our weaknesses will become strengths as we persist in doing. All the best to you, as you embark on this grand adventure! We don’t say it will be easy, but it will be worth it!

Policies and Procedures


Admission: Before enrolling in Grant Academy, the parents or guardians and prospective students will be interviewed by the administrator. At that time, all age requirements, dress, grooming, behavioral and academic standards of the students, along with the responsibilities of the parents, will be explained. 

The prospective students and their parents or guardian will sign "memos of understanding" committing themselves to uphold these standards and policies.

     
Age Requirements: Students eleven years and older are considered for enrollment in the Senior Class. Students younger than eleven may enroll with a parent. Children ages five years to ten years may attend the Junior Class. Parents or Grandparents may enroll as students, and abide by the same rules having the same privileges as any other student. We encourage adults to attend our school as students. Adults and teens working together have great potential.

    
Academic Requirements: Sr. class students are expected to be able to listen, take notes, and to work on their own initiative. In order to attend Grant Academy Senior Class without parent/guardian supervision, students must be able to read and write sufficiently to perform assignments in class. Mentally or physically impaired students are welcomed at Grant Academy. However, we may require an approved adult to attend with the student to help with special needs or supervision. Our Jr. class students, learn through movement, touch, listening, and sight. We focus on phonics—learning to read and write, and on math—using games and manipulatives to understand basic concepts.  

     
Conduct and Behavior: Inasmuch as Grant Academy is a private educational organization, student admission is not automatic. The only students who will be accepted are those who desire a positive atmosphere, a spiritual environment, a scripturally based curriculum and have a desire to attend and participate.

     
Students must:
     
1. Provide two letters of recommendation, which include character references from an adult outside the immediate family. (Returning students just need to make sure that their letters are still on file with Grant Academy. No additional letters are necessary.)

2.  Write a personal letter summarizing your educational goals and expressing your desires to participate in the Grant Academy experience.

     
3. Agree to the Grant Academy dress and grooming standards of modesty and good taste, which are designed to invite the Spirit of God into the classroom. These standards are the Grant Academy student uniform—the uniform of a successful, sober minded youth.

The Grant Academy standards for dress and grooming are:

(   Hair should be clean and neatly styled.

(   Shirts with collars preferred. 

(   Slacks or dress pants preferred. 

(   The hems of skirts and dresses should cover the knees when both standing and sitting.

(   No shorts, highwaters or capris including shorts over other clothing. 

(   No tank-tops or sleeveless blouses.

(   No excessively baggy pants.

(   No tight, form-fitting or see through clothing.

(   No earrings on boys.

(   No hats on boys, nor caps on boys or girls inside the building.

(   No heavy, gaudy, distracting jewelry or make-up.

(   No negative, vulgar or immodest pictures, sayings, or messages on clothing.

(   All tattoos must be covered.

(   No Satanic symbols or gang-related styles of clothing, jewelry, belonging, grooming or  

     hair styles.

     
3. Agree to the Grant Academy standards of behavior, which are also designed to invite the Spirit of God into the classroom.

The Grant Academy standards of good behavior are:

Increase in wisdom and stature and in favor with God and man as you:

1 Seek learning by study and faith, line upon line and precept upon precept. D&C 109:7, Isaiah 27:10  (Have a willing, humble, teachable attitude. Take little steps by setting well thought out goals. Pray for help in your efforts.)

2 Anxiously engage in a good cause. Cease to be idle. D&C 58:27, 88:124 (Our brief school time must be filled with learning. Leave at home things that distract. Be active and involved. Be considerate and supportive of fellow students and teachers.)

3 Sit and hear. Choose the one needful thing. Luke 10:39-42 (Be where you are supposed to be doing the things you are supposed to do in class. Use the restroom and the drinking fountain only when appropriate. Be at school on time, ready to listen.)

4 Let not all be spokesmen at once; but let one speak at a time and let all listen that all may be edified.  D&C 88:122 (A reverent atmosphere is required to invite the Holy Ghost to attend us. Confusion keeps us from learning. Conversation should be free from: swearing or taking the name of God in vain, vulgarity—this includes vocal, written, drawn, or gestures, rude remarks to anyone, defiant language of any kind.)

5 Organize yourselves and prepare every needful thing.  D&C 88:11 (Come prepared to class with books, paper, pencils, scriptures, assignments.)

            If You Choose to Keep Grant Academy Standards of Behavior and Dress: The best reward is the satisfaction of a job well done. We all enjoy an interesting, and challenging class and we will edify one another.

If You Choose Not to Keep Grant Academy Standards: First time: Just a look or a pause to remind you. Second time:  Asked to leave the classroom. As I can, we will talk about the disruption. Third time:  Asked to leave the classroom. As I can, we will talk about the disruption again. Parents called. Action plan with parent signature before returning to class. Upon return to class, a sincere apology and an expression of commitment to improve given. Continued times:  At our parent/teacher/student interview our standards will be discussed. Your behavior will be measured against them. You may be asked to leave the school. Penalties for violating the Grant Academy codes will be based upon the severity of the infraction and whether or not it is a repeat offense. Reinstatement to Grant Academy after an expulsion will determined by the administrator.
Note: This code of conduct, as well as the dress and grooming standards will be in effect in the classroom, in or around the Grant Academy facility, and during all extra-curricular activities and field trips sponsored by Grant Academy.

     
Parent/Teacher meetings, and assisting at school: Parent/Teacher meetings are held each month and one or both of the parents are asked to attend. We discuss the upcoming month and give suggestions about what parents can do at home to help students progress. Parents are able to freely discuss problems and achievements. Parental input is greatly appreciated.

 
Parent/Student/Teacher interviews: Each term, parent, student and teacher will have an opportunity to meet privately to discuss the student’s progress and the parent’s participation, and the teacher’s perceptions. The last week of each term is set aside for that purpose by appointment, but these interviews can be arranged at any time throughout the year.


Assisting at school: Parents are always welcome at school. You may come just to listen and observe or come as a volunteer to tutor, help in group work, etc.. We will gladly find a place for a willing parent.

     
Testing: Grant Academy will provide diagnostic testing three times a year. Tests results will help parents and teachers to understand each student's strengths and weaknesses. By comparing the test results throughout the year, we can assess academic progress.

     
School Activities: All students who desire to attend an extra school activity must be accompanied by a parent or guardian. The guardian may be any adult with which the parents have prearranged to supervise their children. Grant Academy is not responsible for transportation     


Finances: In keeping with our policy of providing quality education at a minimal cost, tuition and fees to attend Grant Academy are based on the costs of operating the Grant Academy programs. These amounts are subject to change at any time.

     
Presently, (May, 2009), the yearly registration is $50 and is payable at the time a student registers. The yearly (9 month) tuition fee for the senior and junior classes is $900. This may be paid in monthly increments of $110. Tuition is due on the 15th of each month. Payments must be received by the Grant Academy by the 25th of each month, or a late fee of $10.00 will be assessed. Family rates are also available: $110.00/month for the first child, $100.00 for the second, and $90.00 for each child thereafter. For parents of children attending Grant Academy tuition is $80.00/month. Adults without children attending pay regular tuition.

     
Books, extra-curricular activities and classes, including summer classes where held, may require additional fees.

     
School schedule: School will be held 3 days a week—Wednesdays, Thursdays and Fridays from 8:15 a.m. to 12:15 p.m. for the Senior class and from 2:00 – 4:00 for the Junior class.

We stress the importance of coming to school everyday prepared to learn. Our day is concentrated. Without materials, the student misses much. While occasionally accidents happen, a continually unprepared student gives grounds for dismissal from the Academy.

Heber J. Grant Academy Graduation Requirements

1.  Hook Dates‑ We study history throughout the three terms of the school year: Book of Mormon, New Testament, Old Testament, Middle East, and American History, and World History.  Each term has ten hook dates or lessons, personalities and events. Students will complete at least four terms of history and write from memory 100 facts for each date or week’s study in US Government and World History. I suggest that on the Friday after the study of the date, the students review at home by writing all the facts that they can remember. If the student does not come up with 100 facts, he can study over the weekend until enough facts are memorized. Keep the facts together and labeled in a notebook to complete graduation requirements and for future study. Also students produce one 5-page research paper for each of the four required histories encouraging the student to research a topic from the history studied in depth.
2.   Science Books‑ Graduating students are required to complete four science books. Minimum inclusions in the science book are:

a) Write up of activities completed for each chapter—Each science division has suggested activities listed. The student chooses three activities in each division to complete.

b) Organization—The student's book must be organized into chapters with a table of contents using science materials provided by Grant Academy (see the introduction in the science material for suggestions). The book must be contained in a notebook or other binder.

c) Class notes‑Notes taken in class must be legible and complete. This requires the student to review the notes taken and add or clarify when needed. This is best done daily.

d) Vocabulary words—Vocabulary words in each chapter must be defined in paragraph form and illustrated where possible.

e) Vocabulary test—The student must pass a weekly test given at the end of each science unit with a score of 80% or better. Tests can be retaken where needed.

3.  Language Arts‑ The four year Language Arts program includes spelling, grammar, punctuation, vocabulary, literature and writing.


a)
Spelling‑Students must: complete level V in the Spalding phonics program, pass a


phonogram test with the score of 80% or better, record spelling lists and complete the spelling rules in the spelling composition book provided by Grant Academy, and participate in the class spelling groups

b) Vocabulary‑‑Graduating students must complete assignments scoring at least 80% and pass the final vocabulary test with a score of 80% or better for two years
c) Literature‑Students must read three books at grade level and submit both a written and oral report summarizing content and feelings about the book, (not necessary in the year that literature is taught.)
Graduating students must complete two of the following:

d) Grammar‑Students must complete Jensen’s Grammar workbook, pass quizzes with 80% or better and pass the final with a score of 80% or better.

e) Writing‑Students are required to complete each writing assignment from the Format Writing workbook organizing them in a writing notebook.

f) Punctuation‑Students must complete the assignments given from the Punctuation workbook, and pass tests with 80% or better. 
g) Literature-Students must complete the assignments given in the Literature materials. At least four of the assigned books must be read and completed notebook assignments turned in. Students must pass the English Literature Period tests and the tests covering the different books covered with 80% or better.
4. Math‑ Math goals are set each week. Students must complete their math goals 90% of the time.

Math tests are given after every 4‑5 lessons. Students must pass each test with a score of 80% or better. Students must complete Algebra 1.

5.  Diagnostic Testing‑ Students must pass the school administered diagnostic test with a score of 62% or better in each test area. Tests can be retaken if needed.

6.  Educational Service‑ Students must document thirty hours of educational service, (service using one's education i.e. reading to a blind person, tutoring, etc.). A form is provided in the student's materials to record the service, date, hours, and parent signature (required).

7. Leadership- Demonstrate leadership abilities by participating in class discussions, completing assignment on time, serving on Grant Academy committees or in the student council, and abiding by the Grant Academy Standards of dress and behavior. Your last year is your best year. No coasting to the finish!
